COMMUNITY SERVICE PROJECTS

strategic plans within the 8 week program.

Teen Leaders are exposed to various non-traditional careers,
careers in the Department of Parks and Recreation, college prep,
technical school and military opportunities to help prepare
them for post high school next steps.
